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OPERATING GUIDE

Position the cabinets on a level floor that is free from trip hazards 
and is non-slip.

Make sure the cabinet light and power socket are switched off 
before plugging into the power supply.

Keep the power cable out of harm’s way.

Extension leads should be unwound fully, never run them through 
water, over sharp objects or where they may be a trip hazard.

Use a suitable RCD (Residual Current Operated Device) to reduce 
the risk of electric shock.

Check the equipment before use, if it shows signs of damage 
request a replacement.

ELECTRICAL SAFETY

The cabinets are designed to plug directly into a standard 240volt, 
13 amp socket.

Make sure the cabinet light and power socket are switched off 
before plugging into the power supply.

If the equipment fails to operate or the power cable or plug become 
damaged, contact Blue Sky Event Hire, do not try to repair it 
yourself.

Keep the power cable out of harm’s way.

Extension leads should be unwound fully, never run them through 
water, over sharp objects or where they may be a trip hazard.

Use a suitable RCD (Residual Current Operated Device) to reduce 
the risk of electric shock.

Always switch off at the socket and cabinet before changing a light 
bulb.
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
